ARTICLE VII.  MEMBERSHIP VOTING
Article VII.  Membership Voting

Section 1.  Membership information and restrictions are found in By-Laws Article III.  Membership voting rights, in adherence to the principles of shared governance, are as follows.

Section 2.  All members shall vote for Assembly Officers, task force / joint committee elected positions, and Senators; and all members shall vote on action items brought before the Assembly except for those defined in Section 3 of this Article.

Section 3.  Administrative faculty (as defined in By-Laws Article II) shall not vote on shared governance action items designated as such by the Assembly Chair in the Agenda.  Administrative faculty shall recuse themselves from Assembly discussions and voting on shared governance information items and action items.  Shared governance items shall be those that are intended to offer the Libraries faculty perspective on said items (which may concern a library matter, issue, or policy) as part of the shared governance process.
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Article VII.  Membership Voting

Section 1.  Membership information and restrictions are found in By-Laws Article III.  Membership voting rights, in adherence to the principles of shared governance, are as follows.

Section 2.  All members shall vote for Assembly Officers, task force/joint committee elected positions, and Senators; and all members shall vote on all action items brought before the Assembly.
