The collection of
documents pertaining to the English
Landscape Movement (both original and
duplicated) is particularly fine.

Archival holdings include material from John
O. Simonds, EDSA (Edward Durrell Stone, Jr.
Associates) and James Turner. The Simonds
archival material is being sent to the
University in stages and consists to date of
more than 80 boxes of site plans, project
documentation, and 300 books and reports.
The EDSA archive consists of 30 linear feet of
documentation and microfilm and includes
every project of the firm since its inception.
The Turner archive consists of 81 framed
original drawings that were originally
assembled as a traveling exhibition on
landscape architectural graphics.
