7.9 grados Richter el 31 de mayo de 1970. El epicentro fue en el Océano Pacífico. El 

número de muertos fue de aproximadamente 70,000 y dejó a 800,000 personas sin hogar. El 

terremoto causó deslaves en las faldas de la montaña Nevado Huascarán, los cuales 

destruyeron muchos pueblos. 

 

La Dra. Martha James Hardman, quien donó esta colección, llevó a cabo 50 años de 

investigación en los Andes y enseñó lingüística en la Universidad de Florida. También 

escribió y contribuyó varias publicaciones relacionadas a la cultura y lengua andinas, 

incluyendo The Aymara Language in Its Social and Cultural Context and Jaqaru
