Notas Biográficas e Históricas 

Durante la década de 1960, el aumento en la inmigración de Cuba a Florida requirió un 

cambio en las prácticas de enseñanza que atendiera las necesidades de los estudiantes. 

Como resultado, se creó un currículo bilingüe en la escuela “Coral Way Elementary”. El 

programa fue el primer proyecto de educación bilingüe para hablantes de inglés y español 

en Estados Unidos. 

 

Poco después de la introducción de la primera clase de la escuela “Coral Way Elementary”, 

se aprobó la Ley para la Educación Bilingüe en el 1968. Esta ley fue la primera legislación 
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que ofrecía a los hispanohablantes conservar su cultura durante su residencia en Estados 

Unidos. A pesar de la importancia histórica del programa, se conoce poco sobre el currículo 

y organización de la escuela durante este programa. 

 

Bess de Farber (1956- ) fue una de las primeras niñas en participar del programa de 

educación bilingüe y bicultural establecido en el condado de Miami-Dade. Ella recibió un 

Bachillerato en Música de la Universidad del Sur de California y una Maestría en 

Administración de Organizaciones Sin Fines de Lucro de la Universidad Atlántica de 

Florida. 

 

Desde el 2008, Bess de Farber trabaja en la Universidad de Florida como Gerente de 

Subvenciones y anteriormente trabajó en el mismo puesto en la Biblioteca de la 

Universidad de Arizona. Durante los pasados 27 años, de Farber ha impartido cursos de 

subvenciones a cientos de académicos y organizaciones sin fines de lucro, artistas y 

estudiantes universitarios. También ha liderado esfuerzos para garantizar millones de 

dólares en subvenciones para organizaciones sin fines de lucro y bibliotecas académicas. 

Bess de Farber también es una clarinetista profesional, una de sus más famosas 

composiciones se titula “A heart and other Jewish Immigrant Stories” (Un corazón y otras 

historias de inmigrantes judíos). La composición es un programa de música original con 

historias de la emigración de sus padres de Argentina a Florida y Polonia e incluye historias 

de la Colección Judía de la Biblioteca Price de la Universidad de Florida. 

 

Es autora del libro “Collaborative Grant-Seeking: A Practical Guide for Librarians (2016)” 

y coautora de “Collaborating with Strangers: Facilitating Workshops in Libraries, Classes, 

and Nonprofits (2017)”. 

 

 

Importancia y Contenido 

La colección consiste de fotografías, informes de progreso, correspondencia, recortes de 

periódicos y otros documentos coleccionados por Bess de Farber, quien estudió durante la 

década de 1960 en la escuela “Coral Way Elementary” del condado de Miami-Dade. “Coral 

Way Elementary” fue la primera escuela pública de Estados Unidos en ofrecer un programa 

bilingüe para hablantes de inglés y español. 

 

La colección también incluye fotos grupales de estudiantes del programa, fotografías 

individuales de los amigos de Bess de Farber, informes de progreso de los años 1961 a 

1971, certificados, libros con fotos, propuestas para proyectos, documentos sobre la 

planificación e implementación del programa bilingüe, cartas y recortes de periódicos 

relacionados a la acogida del programa por parte de la familia de los estudiantes y la 

comunidad. 

 

En el 2019 se adquirieron materiales adicionales para la colección a través de un traslado de 

la Universidad de Arizona. Algunos de estos materiales incluyen, el álbum fotográfico de 

Tina Piñero, dos recortes de periódicos y seis cartas.
